* The CT LTAP Director volunteered to facilitate
the day-long chapter strategic planning

session. This allowed the LTAP and chapter to
brainstorm new ideas during the session.

Invite members of the LTAP or chapter to serve
on your organization’s advisory committees,
review panels, task forces, and other groups
charged with assessing needs for designing
and evaluating training and technology
transfer programs.

Participate in each other’s webinars. For
example, the Florida LTAP Center partnered
with the Florida Chapter to present a virtual
roundtable and panel discussion on the Path
to APWA Accreditation.
